Related Symptoms and Conditions 
 
Mentally, you start worrying about forgetting things that you never had to even think about before. This can show up in your 
body in a variety of ways and can affect any of the four major domains of the brain function.   
A GABA deficiency can cause any of these symptoms:

Abnormal sense of smell/  Diarrhea   Nausea
